  Paper = 100 Test Points
Objective:  
Write a paper from the details that you can recall on from the film “Freedom Writers”. The 4 main paragraphs of your paper will contain concepts which were discussed in Chapter 7 and will demonstrate your comprehension and understanding of mental / emotional characteristics, emotions, and defense mechanisms. 
The paper will contain six (6) paragraphs which include an introduction, four main paragraphs and a conclusion.  

All paragraphs need to contain a TOPIC sentence to introduce the topic to be discussed to the reader, three (3) SUPPORTING DETAIL sentences to reinforce your topic idea, and a CONCLUSION sentence to tell the reader that you have completed the discussion about the topic.
Paragraph 1—  Introduction:  

Introduce the main idea of the paper.  Provide a brief summary of the film and how it did a good job portraying the mental /emotional aspects discussed in Chapter 7. 
Paragraph 2—  Relationships:

Write one paragraph about the relationship between Erin Gruwell, the teacher, and her students in room 203.
Paragraph 3 – Mental / Emotional Characteristics: 
Choose three (3) of the following mental/emotional characteristics and write a paragraph on how those characteristics were shown (portrayed) in the film.
