SAMPLE ACTION PLAN
1. Goal – Raise awareness for UNICEF by participating in the Trick-or-Treat for UNICEF program
2. Steps – Be very specific and give ALL the details needed to complete your goal
1. Go to the UNICEF web site and register as a new group
2. Order 50 UNICEF trick-or-treat boxes

3. Set up an online trick or treat page so family and friends from out of town can donate

4. Contact the school administration for permission to put up posters at school to recruit volunteers
5. Make 20 posters to hang up around campus

6. Recruit friends and family to help make the posters / Hang posters around campus
7. Have students come by Mr. Reyling’s room to pick up their Trick-or –Treat boxes
8. Have students participate in the Trick-or-Treat event 
9. Have the students return their donations to Mr. Reyling’s room

10. Go to the bank to get a cashiers check to send to UNICEF
11. Mail out the donation check
